   FINDING WHAT WE OWN - The first place to start is with our “Horizon” online catalog, available to anyone via the Internet.  Begin at our web site http://www.wrs.afrl.af.mil/library/ and click on the “AFIT/AFRL Catalog.”  The catalog indexes over 100,000 books and bound journals searchable by keywords, titles, authors, subject, etc.  However, we also own one million technical reports from DTIC and NASA, as well as thousands of AIAA papers that are not found in our catalog.  You can search for many of these through our “Technical Reports” or “Conference & Society Papers” links, or discuss your search needs with a Reference Librarian.  While on the Horizon catalog you can also reserve materials that are “Checked Out” by clicking the [image: image10.png]


 request button.  We also can readily interlibrary loan materials from OhioLINK, a great source for library materials located nearby.


 THE WORLD’S BEST INDEXES – We call our customized links Dialog @ AFRL.  Over 50 databases for your use are reachable from our home page or http://www.wrs.afrl.af.mil/library/diagindex.htm  Call 255-5511 x4238 for passwords.  If you don’t have a library card, stop by the Circulation Desk today. 

What makes them the best?  Answer -> 650 databases covering millions of professional abstracts from the world’s best published literature.  Four of our favorites are:

Aerospace Database – Abstracts from 1,600 aerospace journals, books, reports, and conferences in 40 countries.  Covers research in aeronautics, astronautics, and space sciences, and supporting fields.  Includes citations to AIAA (American Institute of Aeronautics & Astronautics), unclassified NASA and other govt. and university reports.

EI Compendex (Engineering Index) Database – Abstracts 4,500 engineering journals and 600 conferences, government reports and books.  Subjects covered include: energy, engineering; electrical, electronics, mechanical, aerospace, computers and robotics. 

NTIS (National Technical Information Service) – Two million abstracts of government and contractor research. Includes unclassified reports from NASA, DOD, DOE, and 240 other agencies, as well as research in Japan, the United Kingdom, Germany and France. 

INSPEC - The “number one” science database for abstracts from 4,100 journals and conference proceedings covering physics, electronics and computing.

Other Excellent Databases:  SciSearch (Science Citation Index), RAPRA: Rubber and Plastics [“the” composites database], CA SEARCH (Chemical Abstracts), Metadex (Metals Abstracts), Medline, Dissertation Abstracts, and Derwent World Patents Index.
