SBIR Literature Search Guidance - In a March 15, 2004 e-mail, the Deputy for Basic Research & Technology Transfer for the Air Force (SAF/AQR), set out the following guidance:

“Literature Search Requirements for Air Force SBIR Phase I and Phase II Awards”

1) In compliance with Air Force Scientific and Technical Information (STINFO) Protocols, each Air Force Program Manager (or topic author) will complete a literature search as part of the topic generation of each and every proposed SBIR and STTR topic.  The depth and breath of the literature search shall be commensurate with the anticipated scope of the topic and associated proposals.  The literature search is an official part of the Program Manager's Research and Development Case File.

2) In addition, an adequately comprehensive literature search much be made available as part of the official Phase II Program Manager's R&D Case File...  The Program Manager (or topic author) shall either:

    a) Complete an entirely new Phase II literature search so as to adequately cover the breath and depth of a Phase II proposed effort to be completed, or else

    b) IF, and only if, the Phase I literature search was sufficiently well-defined, in-depth, and comprehensive so that the ideas, concepts, functionality, and scope of the Phase II proposal would be adequately covered by that Phase I literature search, may a copy of the Phase I literature search suffice as the Phase II requirement.

Q1 - I was unable to open the AFMC form 14 (Literature Search form) mentioned in your last newsletter.  What am I doing wrong?

A1 - You apparently do not yet have the new DoD software that is replacing “FormFlow.”   Go to http://www.e-publishing.af.mil/contentmgmt/download.asp to get the new IMT (ICS) Viewer.  You should check with your computer staff before downloading.  Once you have it installed, you will be able to view our new form and many others.  Again, the Literature Search Form, AFMC Form 14, is available at https://www.afmc-mil.wpafb.af.mil/pdl/afmcforms/afmc/mc001400.xfdl.  You can also get it from
http://www.e-publishing.af.mil/forms/formlist.asp?puborg=AFMC&series=0001-0099, but AFMC may not have updated this version yet.

Q2 - If someone needs a hard copy of a technical report what is the procedure?  I have the technical report number and title.

A2 – First, see if it is available online at DTIC’s Public STINET at  http://stinet.dtic.mil/str/tr_fields.html  If it is not online, and it is over 50 pages in length, we will normally order a copy for you.  If it is less than 50 pages, we ask that you copy it from the microfiche report in the library (we own 500,000).  If we do not own it, we will be glad to help you locate it.  If you see the AD number, that is the most useful for ordering purposes.

Q3 - You recently sent me a NASA report as a PDF file that I could not locate anywhere else.  Is there some way that I could have downloaded it myself somewhere?
A3 - Yes, but you must first register with NASA.   Go to http://www.sti.nasa.gov/ and click on "Register" for the 3-page form.  This NASA database is normally only for government employees and their contractors.  Once you are registered, they will contact you and give you your passwords.  Then you can access the full NASA database at http://NASAeronauticsSpaceDatabase.nasa.gov.

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New Library Web pages!  – We hope that you will find our new, streamlined pull-down menu on our main page at http://www.wrs.afrl.af.mil/library/index.htm, easy to use, and find that it is loaded with the great tools you already know, as well as some new resources designed especially for you.  If you are already familiar with the “Key Databases” or “Full-Text Sources” that we make available, simply click those buttons for fast access.

To create the NEW “Recommended” pages, we researched over 1,000 databases and web sites, and selected those that are “Key” or “Special” to our Wright Site customers.  This means that you can click on one link that will show you the “Key” 20 to 30 databases covering your subject area. Each database has a paragraph explaining its importance and whether it provides full-text, is prepaid, cost based, or requires passwords.  URL links are placed in plain view so they will not be “lost” if you print the page or send a description to a colleague.  This symbol [image: image6.png]
