REPORTS VAULT MOVING - The Reports Vault is moving the first week of Dec. to Bldg. 196.  Services are currently limited, so call 57415 before visiting.  An alternate number is 55197.  The Vault Staff will continue to maintain and make available the rich archival paper resources of our laboratory in their new location.  The STINFO office will also be moving to Bldg. 196 in the near future.  Plans are for the vault to be open longer hours to better serve customers.  The AFIT/AFRL Library continues to have the main reports collection, numbering over 500,000 reports.

CREATE A PDF FILE – You can now create PDF files using Adobe Acrobat 6.0 Professional on three scanners in the library.  Basic instructions are near the scanners.  Please follow applicable copyright laws.  Copied or scanned articles should be solely for your use, not for distribution.  When in doubt, check with the publisher.  DoD reports are not copyrighted.

LIBRARY HOURS - The library will begin holiday hours (Mon-Fri, 0730-1630 hrs, closed weekends) effective Friday, 19 Dec.  Normal hours will resume on Monday, Jan. 5th.

ANNEX HOURS - The library Annex will be closed to customers during the library’s holiday hours.  However, customers can schedule an appointment if they need to do research at the Annex.  Articles in the Annex will still be copied once a day as needed.

AFRL ONLY FILTERING - In the near future, all AFRL purchased online e-journal and e-book resources will be filtered through Blue Coat technology.  This means that only our legally licensed AFRL customers will be able to access the majority of the online resources found on our library web pages.  Some bases will see no change, but ASC and other non-AFRL customers may no longer be able to access many of our AFRL online subscriptions.  Those customers will need to either use the resources inside the library, or get a RAS (Remote Access Service) or VPN (Virtual Private Network) set up by their computer center.  We regret any inconvenience, but must comply with vendor licensing agreements and copyright laws.

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Be Excited, the SPIE Digital Library is here!  (starts 1 Dec.)
The AFRL Technical Libraries have purchased access to the brand new SPIE (International Society for Optical Engineering) online proceedings at http://www.spiedl.org/.  You can access this starting 1 Dec. on a trial basis, and our regular AFRL-wide subscription starts in January.  SPIE provides 70,000 full-text papers back to 1998, with more backfiles in the works.  AFRL/SN will appreciate that there are 12,000 papers on sensors, MEMs or target recognition; AFRL/HE will find 6,700 on humans or displays; and 17,300 on materials or composites should please AFRL/ML.  There are also 900 papers on fuel or propulsion for AFRL/PR; and 1,100 on aircraft, hypersonic or UAVs for AFRL/VA.  

    Over 1,200 of the online SPIE articles mention or are authored by AFRL researchers!
“Nowhere else will you find a better source for scientific papers and peer-reviewed journal articles on optics, photonics, optoelectronics, imaging, and their applications.”  You can also easily keep up-to-date on new papers with the SPIE e-mail alert service.  The AFRL Library at Wright Site will continue to maintain the SPIE paper copies for use by all AFRL customers.
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Science Server @ LANL at http://sciserver.lanl.gov/afrl.html, our richest online resource - with millions of electronic articles - has improved their search engine.  Added features make browsing and navigating easier and include:

· Improved journal browsing - volumes are arranged in collapse/expand manner, with the most recent volume always expanded to show the most recent issues.

· Title change navigation - offers links to and from earlier and later titles.

· Reference links - references at the end of articles are now linked to full-text when available.

· Quick Journal Title Finder - now you can quickly search for a journal of those covering a subject of interest
· Articles available in HTML format or PDF (Elsevier only)

· Improved navigation - next and previous links from the contents and abstracts pages.

Note that our online subscriptions cover Elsevier (1995+), IEEE/IEE (1988+), Institute of Physics (1874+), American Chemical Society (1879+) and Academic Press (1996+).
Knovel at http://www.knovel.com/knovel2/default.jsp, our online subscription to 500 interactive chemistry and engineering reference titles, recently unveiled a new Web interface.  It has a few new features and should be easier to navigate.  Note that “Advanced Search” has replaced “Data Search.”  If you see “Access Your Subscription,” click there.  The “Try Knovel Now” link is for people who do not have a subscription. 
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Jane’s Online at http://www2.janes.com/ has made several enhancements.

1. Jane’s has created “Daily News Digest” for most of their microsites.  All can be accessed via the “Subscription Services” menu in the upper right hand corner.  For example, pull down the menu and choose “Jane's Aero-Engines” and click “Go”.  On the resulting page, click the “Daily News Digest” in the left-hand menu.  Each Digest draws on 500 international sources including:  The Economist, The Financial Times, Dow Jones, USA Today, Associated Press, U.S. DoD (Contracts Awarded), Knight Ridder, Information Week, White House Documents, and several European and Asian wire services.

2. Jane’s Search Enhancements: 
- Quick search and Advanced search now allow you to search across all Jane’s content.

- You can now “Search within results,” from the Quick search results.

- Re-sort search results by score, date or by product, without having to conduct a new search.

- Click on the thumbnail image OR the caption to obtain more information.

3. “Jane’s World Insurgency and Terrorism” is new and can be found at http://jwit.janes.com/ 
Please ignore the password and username boxes on the Jane’s pages as AFMC subscribes to almost all Jane’s products.  You can see those titles by clicking on “My Account.”
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STINET Multi-Search - The Defense Technical Information Center (DTIC), has created a new tool to search the “Deep Web” for scientific and technical information.  The Deep Web is content that resides in databases only accessible by a direct query.  Most search engines normally only search the top or "surface" of the Web.  The following public resources can be searched via STINET Multi-Search at http://multisearch.dtic.mil/:  The service is also available through both Public STINET (http://stinet.dtic.mil/) and Private STINET.

Q1 - How do I find technical reports and AFIT theses that you own?
A1 - To search for public DTIC technical reports, which include AFIT theses, you can go to http://stinet.dtic.mil/str/tr_fields.html  Many newer reports are there in full-text.  These are public reports only.

To search all DoD technical reports, you need to register for DTIC Private STINET at www.dtic.mil - This is mainly for DoD and DoD contractors.  Once you have access, you can find the citations and newer full-text PDF files for LIMITED reports.  Note - There are many more DoD limited reports than there are public reports.

We have over 500,000 DoD and NASA technical reports here in the library.  Many are on microfiche, but AFRL reports and their predecessors (WADC, etc.) are held in paper in the Reports Vault.  You can copy smaller reports here in the library, and we will order large reports needed for your research.

Most AFIT theses have been bound and can be checked out by base personnel.  You can also search for them on our catalog at http://horizon.afit.edu/  Go to “Advanced search” and enter a keyword, and down below, change the "Limits" box to “Theses.”

You need a library card to use any of our services.  Copying for AFRL researchers is free.

Q2 - Do we have access to the "FlashPoint" databases, or some other wide coverage search engine from our desktops?  I have found that when trying to perform even very specific searches, the FlashPoint system seems to hang in an endless search loop.  Also, can we access the Citation Index from our offices?

A2 - FlashPoint at http://flashpoint.lanl.gov/ can be slow when the base Internet connections are being heavily used.  LANL is continuing to troubleshoot this problem.  The benefit with FlashPoint is that we have prepaid all charges.  Registered customers can search some of these databases from our Dialog site. Glossary Search Command - Google has introduced a new search command that can help users find current definitions to words and phrases. Users can type the word "define" and the word or phrase they want into the http://www.google.com search field.  If Google has seen a definition for the word on the Web, it will retrieve it and place it at the top of the search results, labeled “Web definition:”  Try for example, entering [ define search engine ]
