Journal of Aerospace Computing, Information, and Communication – AIAA’s brand new journal on real-time systems, computational techniques, embedded systems, communication systems, networking, software engineering, software reliability, systems engineering, signal processing, data fusion, computer architecture, high-performance computing systems & software, expert systems, sensor systems, intelligent systems, and human-computer interfaces.

Journal of ASTM International – Publishes research and critical reviews in the physical sciences, life sciences and engineering technologies covering materials performance; chemical engineering; environmental science; nuclear science; medical, safety; general technology; etc.

Journal of General Physiology – Publishes papers on basic biological, chemical, or physical mechanisms of broad physiological significance.  The full text is now available for free from 1918+, except for the current 12 months.

Journal of Statistical Mechanics: Theory and Experiment – A new peer-reviewed journal from the Institute of Physics (IOP) that includes “exact results; low-dimensional quantum mechanics; phase transitions and critical phenomena; non-equilibrium processes; disordered systems; soft condensed matter; statistical mechanics; information theory;” etc.

Metallurgical Transactions A – This long time favorite is now online and covers physical metallurgy and materials science, and the processing, structure, and properties of materials.

Metallurgical Transactions B - Covers process metallurgy and materials processing science, and includes electro- and physical chemistry, mass transport, modeling, and related computer applications.
Nature Materials – This highly requested title is now online and brings together cutting-edge research across the entire spectrum of materials science, blending physics, chemistry, biology and engineering into an innovative product.
Physical Biology – A new peer-reviewed IOP journal fostering the integration of biology with the fields of physics, chemistry, computer science and math-based disciplines. Its aim is to further the understanding of biological systems at all levels of complexity, ranging from the role of structure and dynamics of a single molecule to cellular networks and organisms.

Within each budget, the Table of Contents lists the pages for 6.1, etc.

To find the reports enter: "Air Force" AND "Descriptive Summaries" in the Title block.  Budget reports that have limited distribution can be located via DTIC’s Private site. The database provides a broad array of both cast and wrought alloys and their properties combined with a versatile search engine.  It should be useful to engineers, material scientists, and students who need to learn more about the range of properties available with aluminum alloys, and who need an efficient method of screening them for specific applications.  Much of the data is “not published elsewhere” and the interactive tables feature is unique to Knovel.
