Q - When I find a DTIC AD-B [limited] report, is there a way I can download a copy?  If not, who do I need to contact?

A – Thousands of newer AD-A's and AD-B's are available online to DoD and DoD contractors who register for DTIC's PRIVATE STINET at http://www.dtic.mil/dtic/registration/index.html.    The library staff is also happy to assist you.  “DoD Only" requests are forwarded to the Library Secure Collection staff.  Note that we have 500,000 reports here in the Library on microfiche including AD-Bs.  The AFIT (govt.) librarians can help properly cleared personnel with those.  Note that only about 10% of DTIC’s reports are online.

Knovel News
Knovel Interactive Tables
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Knovel's Interactive Tables allow you to find and customize data as you would do when using spreadsheet applications, such as Microsoft Excel.  Interactive Tables are present in many titles and are identified by the icon above.  Features include selecting rows, sorting, finding and filtering data, and printing/exporting data to different formats.
Knovel Equation Plotter
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Many Interactive Tables feature an interactive Equation Plotter.  These  are 
identified by the icon above.  For access, open a table in a Knovel book with this feature, and then click on the Equation Plotter icon.  You can then plot points on a graph curve, and the coordinates will show up in an X-Y Table.  This is like having a scientific calculator inside your Web browser.

SPIN provides current indexing and abstracting of over 100 major physics, astronomy, and engineering journals and conference proceedings.   The Advance Abstracts database contains abstracts from AIP journals and Physical Review journal articles prior to publication. Cambridge Scientific Databases – This great collection of indexes includes the Aerospace & High Technology and Metadex (Metals Abstracts) databases.  Aerospace includes links to many full-text AIAA papers and journal articles.  A new feature allows you to “Remove Duplicates” when searching across more than one database.
