AFRL Libraries have pooled their resources to bring you access to all ACS (American Chemical Society), Academic Press, Elsevier, IEEE, IEE and IOP journals available via ScienceServer@LANL.  We also subscribe to online AIAA (American Institute of Aeronautics & Astronautics), AIP (American Institute of Physics), Annual Reviews, EbscoHos1, Jane's1, Optical Society of America, and the Royal Society of Chemistry.  AFRL pays over $1 million a year so you can use these great tools on your desktop!
EXPERT POWER! – Why search for days when there are trained experts at the library who can access 35 years of quality information from professional databases as large as the Internet and e-mail you the results.    FINDING WHAT WE OWN - The first place to start is with our “Horizon” online catalog, available to anyone via the Internet.  Begin at our web site http://www.wrs.afrl.af.mil/library/ and click on the “AFIT/AFRL Catalog.”  The catalog indexes over 100,000 books and bound journals searchable by keywords, titles, authors, subjects, etc.  However, we also own 1 million technical reports, as well as thousands of AIAA papers, that are not found in our catalog.  You can search for many of these through our “Technical Reports” or “Conference & Society Papers” links, or discuss your search needs with a Reference Librarian.  While on the Horizon catalog you can also reserve materials that are “Checked Out” by clicking the request button.  We also can readily interlibrary loan materials from OhioLINK, a great source for library materials located nearby.


 WORLDWIDE INDEXES – Over 50 databases for your use are reachable from Dialog @ AFRL or our home page.  Call 255-5511 x4238 for passwords.  If you don’t have a library card, stop by the Circulation Desk. 

Dialog has millions of professional abstracts from the world’s best-published literature, including SciSearch (Science Citation Index), CA SEARCH (Chemical Abstracts), NTIS (National Technical Information Service), Medline, Dissertation Abstracts, and Derwent World Patents Index.
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Two of our Dialog favorites are also available via FlashPoint: - a multi-search engine that includes Science Server @ LANL (see below).  They are:
EI Compendex (Engineering Index) – Abstracts 4,500 engineering journals and 600 conferences, government reports and books.  Subjects covered include: energy, engineering; electrical, electronics, mechanical, aerospace, computers and robotics. 

INSPEC - The “number one” science database for abstracts from 4,100 journals and conference proceedings covering physics, electronics and computing.
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  OUR NEWEST DATABASES - Cambridge Scientific Abstracts now provides several of our best databases including:

Aerospace Database with abstracts from 1,600 journals, books, reports, and conferences covering aeronautics, astronautics, and space sciences.  It includes citations and many full-text links to AIAA papers and journals, as well as citations to NASA reports, etc.
METADEX is the most comprehensive source for info on metals and alloys.  It has 950,000 references from journals, patents, dissertations, conference proceedings, books and reports, and is the online version of Metals Abstracts and Alloys Index.
Engineered Materials Abstracts with in-depth coverage of polymers, ceramics, and composites from 1,300 journals, dissertations, reports, proceedings and books.  It is specifically designed to serve materials sciences researchers, engineers and scientists.


   FULL TEXT NOW from 2,000 of the world’s best scientific and engineering journals published by Elsevier & Academic Press; ACS (American Chemical Society); IEEE and IEE (including the IEEE conferences and standards); and the Institute of Physics.  Do a “Quick Search” or use the “Search” button at the top of the screen. 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KNOVEL - A great tool for Chemists & Engineers!  We subscribe to over 400 reference books in this interactive database so you can have up-to-date, comprehensive information.  Users can search text and interactive data, including equations, tables and graphs.  Some of the best known titles are the CRC Handbook of Chemistry and Physics, Chemical Properties Handbook, Perry's Chemical Engineer's Handbook, and Lange's Handbook of Chemistry. 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Jane's All the World’s Aircraft and more!  This site, brought to us by the AFMC Librarian, includes 124 excellent aerospace e-books like Jane's Aero-Engines, Aircraft Upgrades, Avionics, Military Biographies, Space Directory, Unmanned Aerial Vehicles and Targets, and World Air Forces, as well as all of Jane's magazines.
